Olympians are in blue.
  Aeolus - (a.k.a. Aeolos, Eolus) God of air and the winds.

  Aether - (a.k.a. Ether) God of light and the atmosphere.

  Amphitrite - The wife of Poseidon and a Nereid.

  Aphrodite - (a.k.a. Anadyomene, Turan, Venus) Goddess of love and beauty. Husband is Haphaestus.  Lover is Ares.  Mother of Cupid with Ares.  Symbol: dove and butterfly.
  Apollon - (a.k.a. Apollo, Phoebus) God of the sun, music, healing, and oracle at Delphi. Twin brother of Artemis (Diana).  Symbol: lyre
  Ares - (a.k.a. Mars, Aries) God of war. Lover of Aphrodite.  Father of Cupid.  Symbol: gold armor and vulture.
  Artemis - (a.k.a. Diana) Goddess of the moon, hunting, and virgin women.  Symbol: bow and arrows.
  Astraea - Goddess of justice, included in Virgo and Libra mythologies.

  Até - Goddess of mischief.

  Athena - (a.k.a. Minerva) Goddess of wisdom.  Symbol: Aegis(shield of Zeus) &  Owl.
  Atlas - The Titan who carried the world on his back.

  Atropos - (a.k.a. Aisa, Morta) One of The Fates - She cut the thread of life and chose the manner of a persons death. Clotho - (a.k.a. Nona) One of the Fates - Spun the thread of life from her distaff onto her spindle. Lacheses - (a.k.a. Decima) One of the Fates. Measured the thread of life with her rod.

  Caerus - (a.k.a. Kairos, Occasio, Tempus) The (minor) god of luck and opportunity.

  Calliope - One of the Muses. Represented epic poetry.

  Cerus - The wild bull tamed by Persephone, made into the Taurus constellation.

  Chaos - (a.k.a. Khaos) The nothingness that all else sprung from.

  Charon - (a.k.a. Charun) The Ferryman of Hades. He had to be paid to cross the river Styx.

  Chronos - (a.k.a. Chronus, Khronos, Cronus, Saturn) God of time.  
  Circe - (a.k.a. Kirke) A goddess who transformed her enemies into beasts (Odyssey).

  Cronus - (a.k.a. Cronos, Kronos, Chronus, Saturn) Titan father of Olympians.  Husband of Rhea.
  Demeter - (a.k.a. Demetra, Tvath) Goddess of the harvest. (Depicted as Mother Nature)
  Dionysus - (a.k.a. Bacchus, Dionysos, Liber) God of wine and pleasure.

  Eos - (a.k.a. Aurora) Goddess of the Dawn.

  Erebus - (a.k.a. Erebos) God of darkness.

  Eris - (a.k.a. Discordia) Goddess of strife

  Eros - (a.k.a. Amor, Cupid) God of love.  Son of Aphrodite and Ares.
  Gaia - (a.k.a. Gaea, Terra) Goddess of the Earth, also known as Mother Earth.

  Hades - (a.k.a. Pluto) God of the Dead, King of the Underworld. Husband of Persephone.  Power: Bident.  Symbol: Cerberus

  Harmonia - (a.k.a. Concordia) Goddess of Harmony 

  Hebe - (a.k.a. Juventas) Goddess of youth.

  Helios - (a.k.a. Sol) God (manifestation) of the Sun.

  Hephaestus - (a.k.a. Hephaistos, Vulcan) God of fire and blacksmithing who created weapons and armor for the gods. Husband of Aphrodite, Brother of Ares, Son of Zeus and Hera.  Symbol: fire
  Hera - (a.k.a. Juno, Uni) Queen of the gods and goddess of marriage and wife of Zeus. Symbol: 
Peacock (pride) and golden apples.  Sons: Ares and Haphaestus.
  Heracles - (a.k.a. Herakles, Hercules) An immortal hero of many Greek legends, the strongest man on Earth.

  Hermes - (a.k.a. Pyschopompus, Mercury) God of commerce and travel, and messenger of the gods.  Power & Symbol: Winged Sandals & Caduceus
  Hestia - (a.k.a. Vesta) Greek goddess of the home and fertility. One of the Hesperides.

  Hygea - (a.k.a. Hygieia, Salus) Goddess of cleanliness and hygeine.

  Hypnos - (a.k.a. Somnus) God of sleep.

  Iris - Goddess of rainbows.

  Mania - (a.k.a. Manea) Goddess of insanity and the dead.

  Metis - Titan goddess of wisdom.

  Morpheus - God of dreams and sleep.

  Nemesis - (a.k.a. Rhamnousia, Invidia) Goddess of retribution (vengeance).

  Nereus - (a.k.a. Phorcys) Titan God who Fathered the Nereids. God of the Sea before Poseidon.

  Nike - (a.k.a. Victoria, Nice) Goddess of victory.

  Oceanus - Titan god of the ocean.

  Pan - (a.k.a. Faunus, Inuus) God of woods, fields, and flocks. Also a Satyr.

  Persephone - (a.k.a. Proserpina, Libera) Goddess of the Spring who lives off-season in the Underworld. Wife of Hades. Daughter of Demeter.
  Pheme - (a.k.a. Fama) Goddess of fame and gossip.

  Plutus - God of wealth.

  Poseidon - (a.k.a. Neptune, Nethuns, Neptunus) God of the sea and earthquakes. Power: Trident.  Symbol: Hippocampi and Trident
  Rhea - (a.k.a. Cybele) Goddess of nature. Titan mother of Olympians.  Wife of Cronus.
  Tartarus - (a.k.a. Tartaros, Tartarizo) God of the depths of the Underworld - a great storm pit - and the father of Typhon.

  Thanatos - (a.k.a. Mors) God of death.

  Typhon - (a.k.a Typhus) God of monsters, storms, and volcanoes. Challenged Zeus for control of Mount Olympus.

  Uranus - (a.k.a. Ouranos ) God of the sky and the heavens. Father of the Titans.

  Zelus - The god of zeal, rivalry, and jealousy.

  Zeus - (a.k.a. Dias, Jupiter, Tinia, Jove, Jovis Pater) Leader of the Olympic gods, and god of lightning, thunder, and the heavens.  Power: Thunderbolt.  Symbol: Eagle
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
