the Odyssey. Be sure to make an answer key.
	Evaluate
the relationship between Odysseus and Penelope by creating 6 love letters (3 from each one) to describe their feelings and experiences over the 20 years they are separated.


***Additional Option for Square #4: Create a leadership manual.  Highlight the strengths and weaknesses of Odysseus’ leadership style and decisions.  Be sure to give specific examples of the ways he leads his men in different situations.

***Additional Option for Square #9: Create a book of Quotes.  Record at least 20 quotes from various characters and describe the situation and importance of the quote.

***Additional Option for Square #6: Create an Odyssey dictionary.  Select 20 words and provide definitions and descriptions of each word to give your audience insight about the meaning and use of the word in context.

***Additional Option for Square #3: Create an essay to evaluate the roles of women in Greek culture.  Be sure to analyze the female family members, monsters, and goddesses and their personalities, attitudes and expectations in the Odyssey.
