Design a booklet based on the legend you selected.
Feel free to tell the tale from a different perspective: grandmother to grandson, a picture on the wall, a famous weapon or object (aegis, sword, helmet of darkness), an eyewitness, a friend of the main character or an obscure person from the legend, a statue… be creative!  Be sure to capture the main ideas of the legend (main characters, main events, relationships to gods/goddesses, powers, explanation of an element in nature, and/or the resolution of the tale).  Pictures should be used to illustrated main points. ***NO PLAGAIRISM!*** Do not print or download the legend and try to use their words as your own.  1.) Read multiple versions of the legend and take notes of main ideas 2.) Write the legend in your own words.  The ideas of the legend must stay the same.  The voice, word choice, sentence structure and the perspective of the story should be original. Have fun and remember: you are teaching your legend to others who have not read or learned anything about the subject.
